1.1 Creating Virtual Book Displays with Syndetics Unbound
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Notes:

Welcome to creating virtual book displays with Syndetics Unbound.  Book Display Widgets supplement Syndetics Unbound catalog enrichment, enabling you to create virtual book displays which link into your catalog, driving traffic and discoverability, while enhancing the patron experience. 

You may create as many widgets as you would like. Each is configured individually, allowing you to take advantage of a wide range of design options. The widgets can be placed on any website.

To begin, you will need access to your Syndetics Unbound Administrator account.  You will also want to complete the installation of Syndetics Unbound, including OPAC Settings and Holdings. For more information about installation, please attend our Getting Started with Syndetics Unbound e-learning module, or refer to the Syndetics Unbound “Get Started Guide” accessible through the LibGuide at proquest.libguides.com/syndetics.

1.2 Session Objectives

In this session, you will learn to create virtual book displays in Syndetics Unbound with Book Display Widgets using your Syndetics Unbound Administrator account.

You will then learn how to add these book display widgets to your web page. You’ll also learn how to share snapshots of your widget to social media posts and newsletters.

1.3 Creating Virtual Book Displays
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Notes:

To begin creating virtual book displays, login to your Syndetics Unbound Administrator Account. Click Display Widgets in the orange color block.

Select Create new widget when the Widgets page appears.
1.4 Creating Virtual Book Displays - Steps
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Notes:

There are six simple steps to creating a book display widget. We’ll cover each in more detail.

First, select the items, or data source, to include.

Second, review your results.

Next, choose your style, or what you want the widget to look like.  

Then preview what the widget will look like when embedded on a web page.

Remember to save your widget!

After the book display widget is created and saved, you will embed the widget on your website for patrons to view and use.

1.5 Select Items
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Notes:

Let’s walk through the process. First, select the type of data source you would like to use for your virtual book display.  Examples of data sources are a webpage, a list of ISBNs, a genre, or an award, plus more.  Enter the data for the item. For example, if you choose a list of ISBNs, you would enter the relevant numbers in the box provided.
1.6 Review Results
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Notes:

Next, review at-a-glance information about items in the widget. To check individual results, click See Details. Here you also have the option to annotate and to include or exclude individual items.
1.7 Choose Style
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Notes:

Then, choose a display style. The four options are: dynamic grid, carousel, scrolling, and 3-D carousel. Every display type can be customized or you can stick to the default settings. More options are available under the “Advanced Options” button.
1.8 Preview

Notes:

Preview shows what your widget will look like when embedded on a webpage. Don’t like how something looks on your widget? Change it in the Style section we just discussed, and see the changes in the Preview section.
1.9 Save
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Notes:

Now, name and save your book display widget by clicking Save Settings. You can always modify existing widgets by opening them from your list of widgets.  You are now ready to embed the widget on a webpage or blog.
1.10 Embed to a Webpage
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Notes:

After you make and save a widget, you’ll see two text boxes populate in the Embed section of the Syndetics Unbound Administrator tool with code for you to embed the widget on your website or blog.

The first box contains HTML code. Place this where the widget should actually go on the page. 

The second box contains our snippet of JavaScript code that lets us send data to your website or blog. You can place this anywhere on the webpage. Most libraries put it next to the HTML code so it’s all in the same place.
1.11 Share Book Display Widgets on Social Media
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Notes:

Below the Embed on Page section in the Syndetics Unbound Tool, the Share Images section provides ways for you to use a static snapshot of a widget for places where widgets aren’t allowed, like social media posts and email newsletters.

Choose your social media platform and either link to or download a snapshot of the widget formatted for that platform. 

Or, add a picture to the HTML of your newsletter easily with the code generated in the Newsletter section.

We’ve covered the steps for using book display widgets to create virtual book displays.  You are now ready to create your own widgets!
