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Notes:

CultureGrams supports world culture studies.  Coverage includes all countries, U.S. States, and Canadian Provinces.  There are two editions for country culture, and an edition each for U.S. states and Canadian Provinces.  CultureGrams also provides multi-media content.
1.4 CultureGrams World Edition
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Notes:

World Edition is your master edition for country study, and may be used both in school settings as well as by those who are planning international travel.  Reading level in this edition is 8th grade through adult.  Topics covered match interests of more mature researchers, such as Religion, Housing, or Dating and Marriage.
1.5 CultureGrams Kids Edition
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Notes:

Kids Edition covers world countries.  This edition’s reading level is for elementary to middle school students.  Topics covered are of interest to younger researchers, such as Games and Sports, Schools, or Life as a Kid. 
1.6 CultureGrams States Edition
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Notes:

States Edition is for U.S. States.  The reading level is elementary to middle school.  Topics include State history, Famous People, Native America, State Symbols, and more. 
1.7 CultureGrams Provinces Edition
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Notes:

The reading level of the Canadian Provinces edition is elementary to middle school.  Topics include Provincial history, Famous People, First Nations, Official Emblems, and more.

In the center, maps and facts are provided, as well as an Infographic offering demographic data.  Scrolling down, audio with download is provided for the Official Name of the country, and the Anthem, as well as a printable Flag.  At the bottom is Country Data and a citation option.

José Francisco de San Martin

(1778-1850) revolutionary

After Roses exiled him to
Chill in 1820, Sarmiento wrate nis clazaic conaemnation of the Rosss govemment. Lie i te Argentine Repuolic i the Deys of
tne Tyrants; or ir ana Barseriem (Civ / baroarie: vids de Jusn Facunco Quirogs. y sapecto fisica, costumares
y habitos ge la Republics Argentins, 1845). He retumed to Argentina in 1852 ana was elected president in 1868. In hie six
in office, Sarmiento focusea on socisl iseues, including the building of scnools end lioraries

Carlos Gardel

(1887-1935) enterainer

Tough born in France, Carlos Garael was rsisea in Buenos Aires. In Argentine, ne became famous es & tengo singer snd film
star. He is celedrated woriawice 83 the one who populsrizea the tango. The unique qulity of hie voice ana his premature Gestn
in en sirplane sccicent nelpea secure nis legacy within Lstin Americs's populsr folilore.

(1899-1986) writer

Recipes 2 (Slide Layer)
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Afghan Chicken
Ingredients

1/2tesspoon salt

2 large geriic cloves

2 cups plein whole-milk yogurt

310 4 tavlespoone lemon juice

Pulp of 1 large lemon

1/2tesspoon cracked black pepper

2 large whole chicken breasts (sbout 2 pounds)

Directions
1. Put the sl in & wice, shallow bowl with the gariic. Mash them together until they form a paste. Add yogurt. lemon, and pepper.
2. Skin the chicken bressts, remove all visible fat, and sepsrate the nelves. Bend each backward to break the bones 20 the pieces wil lie fl
3. Cover the bowl tigntly and refrigerste. Allow chicken to marinate st lesst overnight, up to & dsy 8nd & half. Turn sfter haif the time.
4.To cook, remove breasts from marinede end wipe off il but & thin film. Broil or grill sbout 6 inchee from the heat source for 6 to 8 minutes per side, or until thoroughly cooked. Meat will brown somewhat but should not cher.

5. Serve immedistely.
