1.1 ProQuest Research Companion Administration
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Notes:

Welcome to the ProQuest Research Companion learning module covering Administration.  Prior to review of this module, you should have viewed the modules titled “ProQuest Research Companion Getting Started”, “ProQuest Research Companion Learning Modules”, and “ProQuest Research Companion Research Aids and Tools.”
1.2 Session Objectives
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* Employ customization for progress, assessment, and search tools

The objectives for this session are to provide customization for monitoring user progress, assessment, and configuration of search tools; prepare video content for flexible use outside of the resource; and access essential usage information.
1.3 Accessing Administration
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Notes:

To access Administration, look for the menu item in the far upper right corner of the main screen titled “user (admin).”
1.4 Customization -- Registration
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Notes:

Under the Customization menu, a series of options are provided.  To ensure that users will be able to track their individual progress within your local access, and also monitor their assessment, you will need to enable “User Registration”, then save the changes.  This prompts new users to create a personal account on their first login.
1.5 Customization -- Assessment
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Customization
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Notes:

Once “Registration” is required, “Assessment” may be enabled.  Assessment allows you to provide either a “Self-Check” question or a “Review” question - or both - to be associated with each individual video learning segment.  These may be switched on and then saved.  

Self-Check and Review questions are standardized.  You may optionally view or print the questions with their associated correct answers at any time, by clicking the provided link.
1.6 Customization – Recommended Resources

The “Recommended Resources” option allows for customization of learning modules.  You may wish to associate a highly relevant outside website to a learning module in ProQuest Research Companion.  You may add links to as many of these resources as needed, associated with individual modules, by clicking the “Add URL” link at the bottom of each named module.
1.7 Customization -- Search Aid Configuration
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Click on one of the tabs below to customize ProQuest Research Companion for your institution:
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1. Go to the web page from which you search the contents of your library catalog
2. Search the library catalog for Abraham Lincoln.
3.0n the results page, find Abraham Lincoln in the URL, and replace it with_QUERYTERM_.

4. Copy and paste the modified URL into the box below, and hit Test (results will open in a new
window).

5. Verify that clicking Test initiates a search of your library catalog. Once verified, click on the
Save changes button below.





Notes:

The Search Aid allows configuration of outside web resources to be searched directly from ProQuest Research Companion.  You may choose between searching Google or Google Scholar.  

You may also provide direct searching of your library catalog.  Expand the instructions link to see step-by-step procedures for setting up the access.

Additional access is provided for allowing direct search of specific K-12 databases from ProQuest which focus on general research, namely eLibrary or SIRS Issues Researcher. 

The Library Databases option allows you to create a link that will not run a direct search, but will open the web page of your library database collection.  From there, users may initiate their own searches.  

A global option removes all of the previous settings and provides configuration for a direct search on Summon, one of ProQuest’s two research discovery search engines which will then search across all of your library catalog and database content simultaneously.  

Once setup is complete, save changes.
1.8 Customization – Source Evaluation Aid Icons
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Notes:

The Source Evaluation Aid Icons page is primarily for local preference.  On this page, for result indicators when using the Periodical Evaluator and the Book Evaluator, you may set preferences such as the color, preferred icon, and label for the designation of any scholarly publication, and then save your changes.
1.9 Video Embedding
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Notes:

Video embedding under Administration provides all of the same functions available to daily users.  You may view each individual segment under the modules in each unit, and click the link to access the necessary embed code for posting the video elsewhere.
1.10 Video Embedding
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Notes:

If you desire to embed specific videos, you may additionally select the checkboxes to the left of the video segment title.  A window will pop up on the right side of your screen that will provide the embed code for your newly selected playlist.  You may additionally elect to have the playlist auto-play, and if desired, you may add a recommended link to follow the video presentation.
1.11 Reports -- Assessment
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Notes:

There are two different types of Reports available, namely Assessment and Usage.  The ”Assessment” report provides information on the status of your users’ assessment results by video segment, provided you have enabled the Registration as well as Self-Check and Review question options.  You may view assessment results across all users by module, or you may choose to export aggregate data by module or by user. 
1.12 Reports -- Usage
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Notes:

The second report is for Usage data.  The four boxes on the main usage menu include, from the upper left, a listing of the number of registered users who have created their own profile, the number of Sessions, the number of Tool Uses, and the number of Video Views.  Sessions, Tool Uses, and Video Views may be expanded for additional information.  Selecting “More” on Video Views gives an example.
1.13 Reports -- Usage
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Notes:

The expanded view shows Video Views in graphical format by module, breaks down those viewed as transcripts in lieu of video, and shows the difference of those accessed in ProQuest Research Companion as compared to those accessed via embedded link.
1.14 Summary 
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Notes:

In this session, we have seen how to enable registration, track progress and assessment, and customize search tools options.

We have obtained content from within ProQuest Research Companion that may be strategically placed on outside websites.

We have also accessed essential data on both assessment and usage within the system.
