ProQuest Research Companion was created by educators who teach the research process in high school and college settings.  The purpose of ProQuest Research Companion is to help students learn and think through the steps of the research process from start to finish.  As research is completed, at various stages in the process, essential research tools are introduced.  ProQuest Research companion meets the standards and goals set forth by the ACRL framework for colleges and universities, as well as the Common Core for K-12 schools. 
1.4 What is ProQuest Research Companion?

Topical sections within ProQuest Research Companion are known as ”Modules” and may consist of learning objectives, video and text instructional segments, progress checklists, essential research terminology, locally customized outbound links or documentation, and locally activated self-check and review questions.  
1.5 Access
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Notes:

To begin with ProQuest Research Companion, enter the URL: pqrc.proquest.com in your browser.
1.6 Registration
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Notes:

On the resulting page, you will see an option to create a personal account in the top center of the screen.  You may alternately click the link in the upper right corner titled “Create Account.”
1.7 Registration
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Notes:

Enter the details of your personal user login, including your name, username, password, and email - usually an institutional email - and be sure to accept the user terms and conditions, then click Create Account.  An account login is also available on this screen, as well as an option to retrieve a forgotten password.
1.8 Tracking Progress
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Notes:

Once you are logged into your own personal account, there are several ways to track your progress through ProQuest Research Companion.  One of the quickest ways to do so is to use the main screen, where you will find a detailed dashboard on the status of your work within the system.  You will be able to see your percentage of completion within any learning module, the name of the module, the estimated amount of time left for completion, the last viewed module segment, and the tools you need to access.  This progress automatically updates as you work through ProQuest Research Companion.
1.9 Accessing Assessment
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Notes:

If your administrator has enabled assessment self-check and review questions, you may access your individual record once you have logged into your personal ProQuest Research Companion account.  Go to the upper right side of the screen and click your username.  In the resulting menu, you will see the option titled “My Assessment.”
1.10 Checking Assessment
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Notes:

On the assessment screens, you will have the ability to look at your overall progress by numerically or graphically, or choose to view your progress by learning module.  Each progress report is available as a spreadsheet that may be downloaded if desired.  In addition to results for Self-Check and Review questions, badges are available to mark progress through the system, and will be awarded as units are completed.
