Early Modern Books offers an integrated search over two important collections of works dating from 1450 to the end of the Eighteenth Century.  
Early English Books Online (EEBO) contains almost every work printed in the English language and features page images from previously microfilmed texts. It features text transcriptions created specially for this collection as well as an authoritative short-title catalogue. 
Early European Books (EEB) encompasses all European printed material from the early modern period. The contents are high resolution scans of texts from several important historical European libraries and currently covers over 36 languages. There are16 sub-collections available. Search results will depend on individual customer subscriptions.

You can use the filters on the left to narrow down the list of search results. The results are from many different subject areas and we can use the USTC filter to find the most appropriate results. You can choose to include only items which are categorised as Science and Mathematics to refine the search results to the most relevant items.


The results will have items from both Early English Books Online and Early European Books. You can easily tell the difference as EEBO records have thumbnails which are in colour while the EEB thumbnails, are in black and white.

The advanced search page offers options to refine your search further. 
Search for variant spellings as well as variant forms of words in early modern English. We'll explore this further in the Early English Books Online module. 
Use the look-up options for fields such as author, subject, or USTC terms. By clicking on the i icon next to the USTC subject classification we will find more information about the USTC indexing collaboration and it's purpose. There is also a link to the relevant section of the online help showing the detailed descriptions for each of the 38 USTC categories. 
By clicking on the USTC look-up a window will open where we can see the whole list of the categories and the number of documents in each category. 
Scroll further down the advanced search page to search for specific document features within the database, with a variety of different features you can search for including maps, coats of arms, marginalia, or charts. 
We will use Tycho Brahe as author, select Astrology and cosmography as the USTC subject classification, and limit to items with charts using the document feature limit in order to find texts with astronomic charts written by Brahe.

On the full text PDF tab you are able to print or download the PDF. You can also print, cite or download from the platform options. 

In the Thumbnails display you can see the thumbnails, as well as easily identify any pages that contain the charts we were searching for. Once you know which page you want to look at you can click to view the document within the interactive image viewer. This will allow you to view the digitised image in a high resolution. Within this viewer you can navigate through the document, make the document larger or smaller on the screen, rotate if necessary, and download the image.
