1.4 Targeted Age Groups
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Age group:
Oselectall

O Fetus (conception to birth)
O Newborn (birth to 1 month)
O Infant (123 months)

O Preschool child (25 years)
O Child (612 years)

O Adolescent (1318 years)
O Adult (19-44 years)





Notes:

The advanced search screen in the Health & Medical Collection includes limits that are particularly useful for targeting specific groups . These limiters allow you to limit to humans, animals, males, and females. The age group facet also allows you to target your search to specific age groups.
1.5 Age and Gender Filters
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Notes:

In this example, you are looking for information about flu and pneumonia in men over 65. The male limit and the age group limits are selected in addition to adding the search terms. 
1.6 Age and Gender Filters
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Notes:

You could further narrow this by publication date or applying the Full Text and Peer Reviewed filters.
1.7 Targeted Search Using MeSH
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Notes:

You can also use the MeSH thesaurus or the subject headings. Using these options in combination allows you to focus your search to the specific group applicable.
1.8 MeSH Search Example
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Notes:

In this example, you are looking for information about diabetes complications in female children aged 6-12. The MeSH subject heading Diabetes Complications is added using the “Look Up MeSH subjects” pop up window .
1.9 MeSH Search Example
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Notes:

In the MeSH pop up window, search for the term “diabetes complications” and then select all the relevant subject filters to add to the search.
1.10 MeSH Search Example
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Notes:

This targeted search resulted in 83 items. You can find the most recent articles by using the Sort By drop down menu.
1.11 Targeted Content Types
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Notes:

You can also use the advanced search page to target specific content types. Using the Source Type facet, you can identify a wide range of specific content. For example, you may want primary sources such as dissertations or conference proceedings. You can also narrow down to video content.

Notes:

In this search, you are looking for primary source research for children under 3 with asthma. Key words are entered into the search bars, the filters for children under 3 are selected and we also limit down to conference proceedings and dissertations & theses.
1.13 Multiple Combined Filters
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Notes:

These 9 results are a set of precise articles relevant to the search, which illustrates the power of applying search facets in combination.
1.14 Cited Publications Search
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Notes:

In this second example, you are searching for journal articles about heart defects that have cited the journal, The Lancet.  You only want male children under 12, so the appropriate age and gender facets are also selected.
1.15 Cited Publications Search
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Notes:

Now you have a set of results that have cited the journal, the Lancet. You can check this by clicking on the References list of each article. The Cited By feature also showcases articles that have cited that particular article and can be used as an indicator of academic relevance. 
1.16 Using Command Line

Notes:

Utilising command line search can return exact results by using specific operators and search fields to build a complex search. If you are familiar with the operators and search fields, you can type into the box. If you are not familiar, you can use the drop down menus to build your search. The search tools box gives you access to the thesaurus and field codes if needed. 
1.17 Command Line Search 
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Notes:

In this example, you wish to find potential adverse effects with the medication Lexapro. Using the proximity operator (N/n), and the truncation character (*), you targeted your results for articles that mention the words “adverse” or “complications” or “side effects”, and their spelling variations, within five words of the drug name, Lexapro.
1.18 Command Line Search 
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Notes:

The search results are again narrow and relevant to the search terms entered. You could further narrow this search by adding additional terms, date ranges, and more.
