Notes:

The session will focus on three things you will be able to do with the database after viewing this module.
We will conduct a search using a simple keyword and mention other ways to search.
We will then talk about best practices in sorting as well as use the various filters to drill down into the results.
 
Finally, we will examine the two means of extracting data:  in a PDF format or an Excel file.  The latter allows the researcher to work directly with the data and create charts, trendlines, etc. 
1.3 The interface
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Notes:

ProQuest began digitally publishing the Statistical Abstract of the United States in 2013.  New editions (including over 1400 tables) are available in January of each year.  The annually added tables can be cross searched, downloaded, and shared.   Table updates are also added throughout the year.  
You also have access to six additional PDF files that help you use the resource, give references to geography and measurements, along with the extremely helpful “New and Deleted Tables” PDF.  This document explains what has been added and removed since the previous year.  
1.4 Searching
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Notes:

Searching Statistical Abstract of the United States is a direct and simple process.  

First, you will select the edition to search.  You can choose from the Current Edition, All editions, or a particular year.  (Availability is dependant on your subscription and modules.)  


Then enter a keyword or combined keywords,  a phrase in quotes or a table number and hit enter or click on the search command to execute your search.
1.5 Search results
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Notes:

Using the single keyword influenza, we will see what the results of this broad search are within the 2018 edition. There are 10 resulting Tables.   
To change the year of your search, simply select a different edition, then click the search icon or hit enter to re-execute your search on the same search term.  
In the individual table result, you will see your search term in the text of the table and as a subject term if appropriate.  You will also be able to preview the table.

1.6 Modifying the search
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Notes:

If we change to All Editions (note: historical modules are separate subscriptions), we will see many more results which will allow us to examine influenza throughout time rather than within the lens of a single point in time.  

To look at historical data in  chronological order is to change the Sort by feature to oldest to newest rather than relevance.  
Another strategy for analyzing results through time is to select a particular year or range of years using the Date filter on the left. 


1.7 Filtering 
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Notes:

The first filter on the left side of the screen is Date covered.  These dates differ from the edition of the abstract in that the data within the tables can be of a broader range in time than the year selected for searching. 
The Source is the second filter.  When looking at the sources, it is possible to see what agency is contributing to the content.  Clicking on the name of the agency will allow results to be shown from only that source.
Countries, Regions and States is helpful and will allow filtering to show tables that are organized by state.  This is particularly helpful when doing a cross demographic research project. 
Another strong filter for cross searching is Breakdown by.   For example, in our influenza search example, the research need may have been to examine influenza instances by age.  If we select the breakdown by age here, we will narrow our search from 10 tables to 3. 
Finally, to narrow by subject as well as see subjects most prevalent in search results, the Subject filter is available.  This, by default, is sorted by frequency but A to Z sorting is possible using the dropdown.  





1.8 Browsing by Section
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Notes:

Another way to extract data is to browse through the sections of a specific edition.  Also to note, in the current year’s abstract, Section 31 will show any New Tables that have been added throughout the year between formal releases of the Statistical Abstract of the United States.
In this example, when choosing Section 3:  Health and Nutrition, you will be able to browse through the tables in sequential order.  The filtering capabilities we just covered are available when browsing tables as well.  
1.9 Viewing Tables
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Notes:

Clicking on the hyperlinked title of a table from your results page will take you to the table itself. 

Excel file details can be seen under the table name along with the source and any updates.  

The right side of the screen will have options for quickly going to the bottom of the table where more information such as indexed terms and details and citations are included.  
1.10 Viewing Tables, continued
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Notes:

By scrolling to the bottom of the Table or by clicking on the shortcut URL we showed in the previous slide, you will see additional details about the Table.  Your keyword will be highlighted in the Index terms along with other terms you may want to use to execute additional searches related to your original search.  The source and its URL can be found here along with a durable URL to the Table.  Complete citation information is available for APA and MLA styles.  
1.11 Output options
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Notes:

You can output the Table as a PDF or Excel workbook.  From either the Preview option in the results list under each Table’s title and source information or the top right of the screen of the Table results, you will see the output options for working with Tables.  Emailing and printing are available, but we will be focusing on the downloading of Tables in PDF and Excel formats. 
1.12 XLS Download
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Notes:

The output of Excel allows you to immediately sort, edit, or add data.  You can see that in the Excel file of Table 127 in the example, the first set of data (all ages under 1) was selected and then a simple bar chart was inserted using Excel commands.  Also the years available in the Table are shown in individual tabs at the bottom of the Excel workbook.

When downloading a Table as a PDF, the entire Section of which the table is a part will be available. 
 

We can see this PDF file will have 38 pages and start with a description of what types of statistics are included in the section.
The file includes not only the table you retrieved but all the tables within that section.  This is an efficient way to see an overview of what types of data are categorized in a particular section.
